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EARLIER SCHOOLS

‘ As the first speaker on the history of the Gunnison High
School, I should like to go back and trace the earliest begin-
nings of public education in Gunnison county and in the towm of
Gunnison.

I must confess that in gathering facts and information for
this speech, I have developed a genuine interest in the program
of public education in Guanison county, also a permanent and ever—
lasting respect for thosc pioneer teachers and school board mei-—
bers, who, through the passing years, havc established the very
secure foundation upon which our present excellent school system
has been built.

The first school that I found record of was conducted in a
log cabin built on "squat.er's rights." This cabin was located
on a rancl now ovmed by Mr. Frank Betz, retiring president of the
Gunaison County School Board. The teacher, Miss Hotchkiss, taught
this school during 1878-1877.

An old shoe shop on south Main Street vas the site of the
first school in the town of Gumnison. Thaen in 1877 a town con-
pany built a scheol building in west Guanison and gave it to the
town. The purpose of this dcnation was to encourage people to
build in the west part of town. ‘

' ‘Mr. .A. 0. Milner was appointed the first County Superinten-
dent in 1877.

During the year 1879, the first School Board was elccted,
consisting of Mr. Frank Smith and Mr. E. T. Teachout. The sec-
ond County Superintendent, Mr. Nathaniel Jennings, was clected

in 1879. :
{

The construction of the prescnt Junior High School, located

&

. on Pine Street, was begun in 1880. It was completed in 1881.

School was discontinued in the building donated by the town
company, and was started in the Pine Strcet building in the fall
of 1880; but during the school term the building fell and had to
be rebuilt in the swmer of 188l. Various buildings around tomm
were used to house the school during the reconstruction of the
Pine Street building.

The School Board members responsible for the building of the
Pine Strect school were Mr. A. O. Milner, Mr. E. W. Burton, and
Mr. E. F. Blachely.

Many events took place the following yelr, 1882. Tvwo new

| school buildings, idenrtical in construction, were put up. One

' was located in west torm anc. the other in east torm. However,

‘ he building in cast towm, known as the Colorado Street School,
F‘ as been abandoned. Later the county commissioners purchased the
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west tovm building, and converted it into the County Hospital.
‘nc First National Bank and La Ve’a Hotel were also built in 1882.

In conjunctioa with the construction of these buildings, the
first high school was organizecd by Professor W. A. Clarke; and
Ganr.ison wmas made a second class district in the county. Before
fhis, there had been no regular high school; and until the erec-
tion of the Pine Street building, the schools had been organized
on a subscripntion basis.

After the organization of the District High School, classes
for the lower grades were held in the east town, west town and
Pine Strect buildings, but the high school classes were carried
on only in the Pine Street and east tovm buildings. Professor W,
A. Clarke was made nrincipal of the District High School after he
had orgaanized it in 1382. Miss Eama Fairchild was his assistant.

lir. George Spratt was elected District Sumerintendent in 1882.

An iateresting sidelight found in the school records .at the
county courthouse disclosed that Mr. Louis H. Easterly was made a
member of the School Board of District Nuwmber 10 when it was or-
ganized in 1882, and has been a member continuously since that

~%ime, over a period of 52 years.

| Records show that high school classes were moved from the

i‘ine Strect and east towa buildings to the west towvm building,
/ rfnere the first County High School was organized, in 1902.

l At this time Mr. Joseph Blackstoc\, Mrs. Mary A. Lavwrence,
Mr. E. . McGreger, Mr. J. M. Flick and lMiss Fannie Burnett filled
the positions on the Board of Education that was credited with the
organization of the County High School. Mr. W. A. Tucker was the
last District Buperintendent and the flrst County High School Su-
perintendent. : g

 In 1911, the Colorado State Normal School was organized, and
the County High School was moved from the west town building to

the Normal building. The combination of the two schools was ef-

fected in order to give the Normal School much—~needcd moral sup-

port. However, classes were conducted separetely, although Normal

i School instructors taught both High School and Normal School class-

i es. Additiocnal opportunities were offered High School students in

that they were given the privilege of taking part in all the extra-

curricular activities of the Normal School.

Six years after the County High School was moved to the Normal
School building, pluns vere laid for the construction of a County
High School building to be located in the Amerlcan Legion Park.
The Board of Education which took the lead ih making the provosal
and in outlining plans for the new building included Dr. George
qullivan, HEs A, L Wilson, ¥es C. Budlon, My, J¢ He¢ Flick, and
Fliss Luella Johuson.

On February 8, 1917, this board meét with Mr. W. C. P. Meddins,
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the High School Pr1a01pa1 and laid plans for a campaign for the
purpose of raising ¢ $50,000 twith which to build the high school.

nen this issuec was votcd on atv the following election, there twere
enough votes cast by non-taxpayers, who were not supposed to vote
on the bill, to defcat it. However, at the next election the bill
carried by a large mejority. This majority was very substantially
supportied by Crested Butte.

.

As a result of this election, two blocks of ground were bought
vhere the American Legicn Farlk stands today. Soon afterwvards, hor-
ever, the Normul School sold the county a building site for one
dollar on the south cnd of the Normal grounds. The county then de-
cided to build on the Normal School site, and later resold the
ground that it had bought to the American Legion for $1100, the
cxact amount paid for the lots.

But as this was during the var, Prcesident Wilson asked that
Guianison couaty refrain from cons truct11~ the building, as the
time, money and labor iavelved were nee dcd 1o carry on the mar.

Thus plans —erc dropned until 1920, vhen they were revived.
An additional ¢100 OOO i1 bonds were votod due to the fact that
prices had risecn.

Construction of the building began in 1921 under the Board of
Education which consisted of Mr. T. W. Grey, lir. 3ruce Blackstock,
Miss Helen Blackstocﬁ, Mr. Archer A. Miller aand Mr. W. L. Curtis.

‘%g was completed in 1922, and schoel was opened in the fall of
22.

This, in brief, is the story of 58 years of school organiza-
tion in Guanison and 49 years of high school organization in
Guanison.

In closing, I am glad to statc that the Gunuison district
schools and County High School have becen and still arc rated a=
mong the best schools in the state of Colorado.

The speakers who follew me will give you further information

on other phascs of the history of the Gunnison High School. Thank
you.

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‘ . : OUR GRADUATES

Fricends, this evening we arc presenting the history and work
of Gunnison High School. My part in the presentation is the his-
$ory of our graduates. To you, your friends and relatives who
have praduated from Gunnison High Schoel, the following facts,
whilc larpgely statistical, will no doubt be of interest.

The conencenent exercises tonight conclude the forty-ninth
year of this high schocl. During this tiae 847 men and woaen have
received their diplonas, signifying their completion of high
school cducation at Guanison High School.

The first graduating class, in 1885, consisted of only one
person, Miss Eva Riggs, who is now a retired teacher living in
Colorado Springs. From that year the size of the graduating class-
es has quite stcadily increased. I have prepared 2 series of
charts to clarify the statistics I have gathered. The first shows
the increase by ten-year periods in the size of the graduating

classcs.

Fron 1885-94, therc were 38 graduates. In the second period,
1895-1904, there were 38, with no noticeable increase. During the
years 1905-14, there was 2 total of 93 graduates, showing an in-
crease of 144%. In the fourth peried, fre: 1915-25, the size of
the gradunting classes showed an increase of 140%. There were 202
graduates during these years. In the last pericd, 1925-34, there
were 285 graduates, represcnting a growth of, 43%.

The fact that alost five hundred of the 847 praduates of the

yentire fifty veare gradunted during the past t—enty years, is
causcd by the widencd currieulun, and the stabilization of the ger

populaticn in tovm and county.

OUR HIGH SCHOOL LIFE, THEN AND NOW

Fellow classmates and friends: I shall continue the discus-
8lon of the development of our High School from the earlier tines
to the present, by bringing to your attention the broadening of
school activities which is one of the vital factors of education.

During a period of 50 years of the history of the High School,
many interesting changes have taken place in the attitude of nar-
eénts and teachers toward the type of high school life carried on
by the students.

In 1880 or 1390 it was a burden to attend high school. The
old adage, "All work and ho play makes Jack a dull boy, " expressed
the situation of those old-fashioned tines perfectly. The fact
that high school curriculum consisted of classroom work only was
one reason for its lack of appeal. The discipline in the old
8chool was hard. The "whispering sticks" and "dunce-cans" were
forms of punishment of earlier times. The whispering stick vas a
twig inserted in the mouth of the offender and tied at ecach end and
around the head. The dunce-cap was a tall, pointed, paper cap,
placed on the wrong-doer's head, and the unlucky student was made
to stand in the corner before the entire class.

Fist fights were regular after school occurences, and ho day
passed without two or threc.

Two incidents showing the lack of real discipline in such
schools, arc: 1In the o0ld Gunnison High School, which is now the
Junior High School, the science laboratory was situated at the ‘head
of the stairs. The science teacher, who was not very well liked,
was pinc day accidentally pushed over a boy kneeling at the head of
the stairs. The teacher fell all the way down stairs. A principal
who was not very popular, was driven to resign his position because
of many annoyances by +the students, one of which vas the finding on
his desk cvery morning of a deceased chicken. The illustrations
given here are actual experiences as related by students who at-
tended Guanison County High School in carlier days.

The rcasons for conduct of this kind are obvious. Lack of an
outlet for surplus energy is one reason. That the sutdents —e-e
forced t0 study poorly-written text-booka, and were punished if
they protcsted is another. That tcachers were trained largely in
handling subject matter rather than childreny is a third reason.

In the Carly part of the 20th century attemnts were made to
refori TRl 8Tiff npg rigid school life through the Aluani Asso- i
ciatiol.

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School life today resembles 1life in a typical commnity,

| ' except that it is placed on a boy'e or girl's plane. Many studeat
\

activitics have been introduced into the high school which are both
interesting and educational in their influence.

Musical organizations in.Gunnison County High School were
‘introduced about 1807. About 15 years ago a debate and nublic
Bpjeaking program was begun. The Hi-Y Club and Girl Reserves, which
Tepresent the service club idea, were introduced about 1924. Theee
were in turn followed by department clubs; i.e., Science Club,
Language Clubs, Mineralogy Club and Journalism Club.

Later on, when the students assumed more responsibility, a
Student Association was formed. This organization consists of the
entire gtudent body led b7 a president and other class officers
clected by them. The Student Council, composed of members of each
class, plays a large part in granting the students a part in
school affairs. The Student Council introduces phases of vouthful
group lifc that teachers arc likely to overlook. The final deci-
sions regarding government and discipline rest, of course, with
the faculty. The monitor system recently introduced helns %o keep
order in class room and study hall. Special »rivilege cards, an-
other reccent additisn to the school government, periait the bearers
certain »rivileges if they are good citizens and keep up their
grade averages. In the home-room veriod coming events and vital -
questions are discussed. Student assemblies are arrangcd for and
.presented by the students.

Some special functions which add to the social life of Gun-
nison County High School are ng day, school picnics, the senior
picnic on Sncak Day, and the Junior Prom. There are also oanthly .
hnigh school dances sponsored by various organizations. Athletics,
started in carlier days, are now well organized. Play is now more
scicntific. At onc time the Gunnison football team, on arriving
at Montrose, discovered themsclves to be minus a player. An accon
panying fan immediately donned a Sootball suit and plaved with the
boys. The game tas practically over beforc he vas discovered.

Another incident which shows the lack of athletic organization in
earlicer days was the novel method of calling signals used by a
Gunnison football tean. It was during the Russo-Japanese war, and
all signals used were the names of Russiain gencrals.

Early records show the attitude of the students of the old .
high school days. _Thesc records show a great many dismissals from -
high school and a lar%cr nunber of students droppin% becnuse of in-
ability to do the werk. A study of the records of the past ten
years reveals the names of 19 students who wore dismissed from high
8chool for all causes, or an average of lass then two students per

%ear. Very fevw drogped out of school. High school lifc is too in-

OUR STUDIES YZSTERDAY AND TODAY

Patrons of vhe schools of today arc unaware of the vast
changes of tiic last decade in schocl 1life. There have bcen chang-
es in the courscs of study offered, in the types offcred, in schecl
discinline, and in teaching methods. e, :

In 1885, when the firet Gunuison JCounty High School graduat-
ing class apoeared, the courscs offered —cre .Latin, geonetry,
algebra, coxuercial arithuctic, gramwar, writing, reading, and
world aistory. There were no natural sciences, only one of the
social scicaces, no pnvsical education classes, and no social
clubs. The only -msic —as singiag by 211 the pupils when school
took wp at morning and at nooa. Also, prayers were said and a
chapter —as read fron thce Bible -t that vime. The onlyv recrcation
-as ouidoor snmorte after schnol hours. The tcacaere sere. Vvery
strict and punishucant —as frcquent. The students were not allowed
to choosc tnecir omm subjdets; the teacher told thcn what to take.

In 1883, tvo graduated out of a class of 10. 'ost of the
students ~ho didn't gradvate, had to quit school because thev
couldh't do the —ork that Tas given tuen. Only a fc— could get
through, as the =—ork —as very hard, and thc judgment of the »nu-

nil's cffort -~as left entirely te the tcacher.

In 1888, a new subjcct wAas added, aich ~as called "Tine and
the Duration of Tine". It —as lengthy and difficult, but everyonce
s required to take it.

There is a varicty to suit the difrcrent personalities. If a stu-
dent doesin'!t cxcel in one subject, he can take ancther that he

o .



likes and can accomplish. The subjects are interesting and ap-
pealing, and a deeper knowledge and more extensive education can
be gained. Specielized subjects are taught. The complete courses
offered in Gunnison County High School today are four years of
English, social science, world history, American history, social
and economic relations, general.science, biology, chemistry,
physics, algebra I and II, geometry, commercial arithmetic, ap-
plied mathematics, trigonometry, two years of latin, two years of
Spanish, journalism, two years of manual training, mechanical
drawing, home economics, two years of typewriting, shorthand, art,
harmony, library science, and public speaking. Three new courses
were added this year--social and economic relations, library
science, and public speaking. They are all very interesting and
important. Social and economic relations teaches business condi-
tions and international conditions of the modern world, and dis-
cusses vital problems concerning the family and the individual.
Library science gives one a practical experience in library work
‘and a more permanent appreciation of good reading material, '
Public speaking teaches one poise, good speech, and confidence,
and gives students a better chance to rate in the rhetorical
contests,

There are more people in school today and the results are
better. For instance, in 1900 there were 63 in the first grade
and 3 graduating from high school., The courses are more broadening
~and intellectual, and the interest is kept. The examinations are
fair, impersonal, and test the knowledge of the individual mind,
not the knowledge of the textbook. Students are taught a workable
and practical knowledge. Classes are taken to court sessions and
see in action the workings of the government and the rules of good
citizenship enforced. Science classes are taken on field trips,
and besides the fresh air and exercise, they see nature as it is
and do not learn sbout it merely by seeing pictures in a book.

Physical education classes are also an important asset. °
Health is studied, cared for, and improved. There are corrective
health classes which teach students how to get rid of flat feet,
- hollow chests, round shoulders, and poor posture.

The library is a very important assistance. Our library has
been greatly enlarged and improved. There are now 1400 volumes,
and each student reads, on an average, 20 books a year. Also,
there are the newspapers and 22 magazines. In olden times, 1t was
thought harmful to look at anything but a textbook during school
hours. Now, however, it is realized that wide reading of magazines
and fiction, as well as textbooks, has many good results. It
relaxes the mind, broadens it, and presents a knowledge of actual
happenings in the world.
